A.  Restrooms/Concessions 

Presentation by Bob McCall of a proposal for bathrooms and concession improvement.

Hopes are to begin construction after the fall season and be finished before the spring season.  The bathrooms would serve PCEC as well and they will be responsible to supply and clean them.    

It was moved and seconded to accept the building proposal for group discussion.

Group discussion lasted about 1 hour and ended with Peggy calling for any unaddressed concerns to be written on cards provided, and given to the committee.  

Two motions were voted on and passed.  In summary form the motions are:
1)  The soccer boosters make a financial commitment to this bathroom and concession stand project using booster cash, a grant from PPS,  and a no interest loan from PPS with the 5 year commitment to pay back the loan, and a price limit was set for the overall project including the contingency fee. 

2)  A committee comprised of Pete Strazdas, Bob McCall, Greg Hart, Tom Weissert, Vicky Thompson and Kathy Howland will work with Carl Latora and John Spenser to represent the boosters on this project.

NOTE:  We need to realize that we won’t get much concession stand improvement.   Bathrooms are the main focus here.

B.  Field Maintenance Plan:

There is a possibility of a lawn tractor donation from Lowe’s.

Peggy will get a copy of the schedule that Lorraine has set up for working this fall and she will let people know their times for working. 

C.  Announcers Booth:

An electrical line needs to be put across the field when irrigation system is put in.
