Restrooms/Concessions 

Bathroom/Concession Project:  Pete Strazdas.  Masonry almost done and trusses have arrived.  Was able to save on exhaust system with State inspectors.  Everything is going smoothly.  Roof will be done in 2 weeks.  This group will seal the masonry.  Demolition work is done on concession, but carpentry will be done together with the bathrooms.    Next month we should have a cost estimate.

Alumni Mailing:  to be finished in early March.  Getting lists from Liz.

Field Signage by Gary Vincent:  Gary brought a Lowe’s sign to show us and he showed us the brochure his team has come up with.  There will be 7 people to be in charge of teams of kids to sell signs.  List of companies will go with kids.  We have 84 spots to fill.

The program will be launched at the March 19th parent/coach banquet.  Discussion on vandalism resulted in deciding to put signs up with nylon ties and take them down at the end of the season.  

Wenkes was chosen as the business for the flower coupons this spring due to their giving 25% back to the program.  These will be sold in the concession stand.  

Coupon Pamphlet:  Moved and passed for Chris Riker to do a coupon book.  There is a company that will solicit our chosen businesses and print 300 minimum books to be sold for $20 with $10 profit from each one sold.   Each book will also hold pictures of the team and a schedule.  

50/50 Raffle:  All we need is rolls of tickets for this.  There will be a sign up for persons to sell these and Wenke bucks and coupon books at each game.

Apparal Sales:  Vicky Thompson.  We have a lot of T-shirts left to sell.  Moved/passed for Vicky to purchase 250 window clings to sell for $5.00 each..  There is also a plan to sell baseball caps.  Janet Hogenack is a good contact for this.

Coaching:  Chris interviewed 4 women from K-College team.  He wants to keep them all.  It was moved/passed to split the JV position and the pay which PPS pays for.  It was also moved/passed to fund 2 varsity assistants and  to pay for Keith Kroll’s help with goalies.  Chris expressed a desire to get young people involved n coaching, women involved and to get help with various specialties on the field.  Keith will coach Tues Thurs for goalkeepers.

Socks: It was Moved/passed to accept the cost of 160 pr of socks ordered for the entire club, men and women.  Chris got a discount by ordering them all at once.

Soccer Zone Camps:  It was discussed and moved/passed to have Soccer Zone camps here at Northern fields.  One camp will be June 14-18, a week after Keenan’s camp.  This would be for all age groups at a cost of $59-$80 for the week.  We would get some $ per child.  Another camp for ages 13 and up will be run by PSV-Netherlands professionals July 26-30.  That would be 6-9 in the evening.  We need 45 kids to do it.  We will solicit other high school teams also.  We can add a 9-12 morning session if we have enough to fill it.

Hose Watering System:  There is a new watering system that Chris wants us to look into.  Lorraine and Margie will try to get a price.
